	Item 3
Update from TfL
	TfL gave their apologies for not  being able to attend today’s meeting. However, most of what TfL were going to discuss was covered in Item 4.
	

	Item 4
The Mayor’s Vision for Cycling guidance
	Guidance for drawing down on funding associated with the Mayor’s ‘Vision for Cycling’ in London was recently published and SP summarised this for the group.
There are four key themes to Vision:

1. A tube network for the bike

2. Safer streets for the bike

3. More people travelling by bike

4. Better places for everyone

Somewhat disappointingly the guidance doesn’t deal with the first theme, which covers such initiatives as cycle superhighways, Quietways and the Central London Grid. It is more focused on themes 2 and 3 and backstreet routes. 
The amount of funding available through this strategy to boroughs is £300m over 10 years. This equates to approximately £1m per borough, per year, but this depends on uptake from individual boroughs and whether the Grid or ‘mini Hollands’ are relevant. This could mean Southwark may be eligible for around £1.5million.* 

There will be a competitive bidding process for funding associated with themes 2 and 3, which amounts to £27m over the next 4 years. This funding is to implement ‘complementary measures’ such as: 
Cyclist and driver training
To continue to deliver training to both groups.
FORS

To continue to encourage HGV operators to improve safety, in conjunction with the LCC Safer Cycling Campaign.
Construction plans

To ensure that all construction plans in the borough demonstrate a commitment on behalf of the developer to ensure cyclist safety.
School partnerships 
Primarily for highway infrastructure around clusters of schools, which are near an existing or proposed route. There is also funding for Bike It Plus (a Sustrans scheme to manage transition from primary to secondary schools) and for small grants. All funding is dependent on schools having travel plans in place to a certain minimum standard.

Cycle parking

On-street, residential and station parking

Additionally, we can bid for funding to develop strategies, for monitoring, research and to cover additional staff costs to deliver the programme.

Bidding for these elements will be in October 2013, although there is some funding is available in the current financial year for cycle training and parking and Bike It officers. The deadline for submissions for this is the 14th of June.

The next steps are to establish a need for 2013/14 funding and prepare a submission for the 14th June; complete demand analysis and route planning work in preparation for submission to TfL (with the CJSG); begin preparation of ‘complementary measures’ bid for October.
JL raised the point that there is a clear case for Southwark to be ambitious and bid for several million pounds to address main routes, given the likely results of the LSBU cycle demand study and the hundreds of thousands of people travelling to/from and through the borough. JL also made reference to the Space Syntax work that has been done and shows that, even when both are available, only 1/3 of cyclists would chose to cycle backstreet routes, over the faster main routes. This is in addition the fact that only 25% of journeys are commuter trips.
Following on from the point that only a quarter of cycle journeys are commuter trips, then presumably a large proportion must be for leisure and retail, to which AH suggested that there be some sort of programme for cycle parking at shops.

As noted above the Vision funding is in addition to Lip funding. To this end, the budgets for Bellenden and Lordship Lane have been reallocated to create more 20mph areas, which include cycle contraflows. SP suggested that the Group could suggest any locations they thought suitable for contraflows.
* This is in addition to Southwark’s Lip funding.

	There has been no meeting for a while, but at the last one, the Group were pleased with the delivery of the schemes and agreed to cycle the new routes once all of the works have been completed at the end of June.

	Item 7
Park to Park cycle ride
	GT outlined the event and updated the Group on progress to date.

The outline for the day is that schools will join the route* at a location convenient for them, with the final destination being Burgess Park where there will be a picnic lunch and games for the children. The new BMX park will be open by this date. The ride will be led by Cycling Instructor, but there will be a led rides  from each participating school. The event is constrained by a 15.30 finishing time.
All schools were invited to take part via email on 22 March 2013, but initial response was very low. To encourage greater take up, publicity material was produced and again sent to all schools on 20 May 2013, as both hard and electronic copies. In addition to this, the publicity was circulated by Paul Lowe at Cycling Instructor and given to all Junior Citizens. From this nine schools have now expressed an interest.
GT explained that this is a pilot event and if numbers are low, then it would be scaled back.

AH asked whether it was endorsed by the police, to which GT said that it was, indeed they have added their logo to the publicity material.

Any other business
	AH noted that the Safer Routes to Schools Group have set up a separate cycling group.
This could feed into school partnership element of the Vision funding bid, particularly as Andrew Gilligan (AG) is looking for a south London pilot scheme.

AH recently went to view the ‘Go Dutch’ mock up at TRL Crowhurst.

It was suggested that Sustrans may be able take forward the potential cycle path on Peckham Rye Common, although this would be politically very sensitive.

(Post meeting, via email) Matt Hill noted that a new road layout was trialled at Paxton Green, for which analysis will be undertaken once post monitoring has been completed at the end of June.
