At the same time useful to have the Open Street Map, Cycle version, open.

Have not covered most of CS7 or planned CS4 and N-S CS.  But these will be important components of the central grid in Southwark.  Also note we do not have Quietways routes yet.

Particular issues and crossings that need checking are highlighted in yellow.  Proposed additions are highlighted in turquoise.

Starting at the top left NW corner, then going in a series of E-W runs

	Proposed that west end, between Gt Sufflok St and Blackfriars Rd be included.  Strange that this is omitted as it is heavily used by cyclists, leading as it does to the contraflow section of Union St.  Particularly surprising as it runs past TfL offices in Palestra!

	Proposed extra link from Union St to Borough Market. Requires a crossing on Southwark St and the section of red Cross Way north of Southwark St to have a cycle contraflow

	This is a west bound 1-way and very narrow.  Grid only makes sense if it becomes 2-w for cyclists.  This will require motor traffic to be excluded.  This piece of filtering would be very good, and there is an easy motor alternative using Crosby Row and Long Lane.
